
Simple Body Sketching Lines (female torso front)

All lines are relaxed and detached, creating not too accurate body shapes.

So the proportions can be a little bit inaccurate, but you can always adjust that 

during the painting process as well. 





In this more moving example you see the lines of dots – these come slanted and 

tilted from both the outer shoulder edges and the throat, all crossing in the helping 

circle (the point right below the meeting point of the collarbones) and going through 

the breast nipples and down to the belly button.
